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More than 200,000 lbs of collected relief donations on the way to Haiti 

 
January 20th, 2010, six 40' sea containers will leave to Haiti from Harvest Time International's   
100,000sf facility at 225 N. Kennel Rd. Sanford, FL through Port Everglades over to Santo Domingo, 
Dominican Republic and from their will be transported to Port au Prince, Haiti by land. 
 
These six containers leaving 8am, 9am, 10am, 11am, 1pm and 2pm will include more than 85,000 bottles 
water, 30,000 lbs food, 4,000 tarps, 70,000 pieces soap, 50 rolls 100ft heavy duty plastic sheeting, 
blankets, towels, drinking cups and more. These shipments include relief items collected and donated by 
the Central Florida community within the last week.   
 
Harvest Time International is also in the planning stages to send emergency relief products in bulk  
(first aid items, water, food and tarps) to a refuge camp housing 25,000 Haitians by plane on Thursday and 
Friday.  
 
The relief organization continues to collects relief products for earth quake survivors in Haiti. A list of 
needed items is posted on its website www.harvest-time.org and every donation is appreciated.
