The Haitian Relief Efforts are continuing at Harvest Time International!

January 26th, 2010 - Daily, 40’ sea containers filled with needed relief items are leaving Harvest Time
International’s facilities. Truckloads of collected donation items are off loaded, sorted by category and
staged for distribution to Haiti.

By the end of this week Harvest Time International will have distributed 45 sea containers (40’) with more
than 1,500,000 Ibs much needed supplies including 1,000,000 Bottles Drinking Water, Baby Food, Baby
Supplies, Diapers, First Aid, Generators, Medical Supplies, Food, Water, Tarps and Plastic Sheeting.

Food for the Poor is distributing these items in Port au Prince to the earthquake victims. Food for the Poor
is a reliable international partner of Harvest Time International for more than 10 years.

The next sea containers (40’) are scheduled to leave Sanford, FL 1/26 9am, 11am, 1/27 9am, 11am, 1pm
and 1/28 9am, 11lam, 1pm.

In addition to the sea shipments Harvest Time International filled up a Boing 727 with 40,000 lbs of basic
need items. These items are distributed through the Adventist Development and Relief Agency (ADRA) in
Port au Prince.
